Release the blade latch, which is located on the hand grip (A)

Lift the blade arm (A) up into cutting position

Using the rulers or the 1/2" grid, align the paper to the proper position, pushing it up against the paper

guide ruler (E). It is recommended to use the guide ruler (E) as a point of reference only, paper should not be
lined with this ruler. For a more accurate measurement, use the grid and alignment ruler (C).
